Adelaide, Australia, Thursday 13 April 2023: Axiom Properties Limited
(ASX:AXl) lodges the attached Appendix 4C Quarterly report for entities
admitted on the basis of commitments for the quarter ended 31 March 2023.

The Company’s cash reserves for the March quarter increased by $0.834 million
and the Company held cash reserves of $2.533 million as at 31 March 2023.

Details of the Company’s business activities for the quarter are as follows:

o Theincome retention referred to in the December 2022 quarter activities
report and appendix 4C was received from Charter Hall during the current
reporting quarter ($1.927 million).

Development costs spent were on the construction of the Company’s large
format retail centre, the Butler Central Homemaker Centre. The Purchaser
of the Centre, The Lester Group, are providing financial accommodation to
fund all development costs in accordance with the Development
Management Agreement, which includes fitout costs for tenants under
construction and yet to commence trading.

In accordance with the conditions of the contract with the Purchaser, the
Centre remains under development and the financial accommodation
remains in place until such time that 70% of the tenants have commenced
trading. In addition, the Company is entitled to and will continue to receive
all tenant income from the centre until such time.

The forecast circa $8m final development fee receivable for the Butler
large format retail centre is expected to be received within the next
quarter once the final settlement condition of 70% of tenants trading is
achieved.

The balance of net operating cash flows for the March quarter included
cash out flows of employee, office overhead and interest costs as disclosed
in item 1 in the below 4C, which are representative of regular quarterly
operating costs.

o There were no investing cash flows for the March quarter.
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o Net financing cash outflows for the March quarter were $0.064 million
which relate to the right of use lease liability of the Adelaide and Sydney
offices and motor vehicle.

o Aggregate amount of payments to related parties and their associates are
for director fees and salaries and wages, as well as for costs incurred on
behalf of the Company in the ordinary course of business, which were
reimbursed at cost.

The Board and its executives continue to monitor operating and overhead costs
to ensure the Company remains in a strong financial position. There were no
substantive changes to business activities during the quarter.
